 Eligibility

An Athlete is eligible if:  

ii)             They are a Canadian citizen or landed immigrant;
iii)            They are in good standing with respect to Canada’s Policy on Doping in Sport 
iv)           Their results come from sanctioned races in Ontario.  However, major races (Canadian or World Championships, Ironman, etc.) outside of the province will be recognized provided the athlete has raced or contributed to races in Ontario.
Athletes may be nominated for a significant season or they can be nominated for a longer-term effort. In both cases, they should be demonstrating consistent effort and a desire to excel and achieve in their category. While results do count, so does attitude
 

A Coach, Volunteer, or Official, can be nominated if:
i)              They are a member in good standing of TRIATHLON ONTARIO (except the Volunteer)
ii)             They are a Canadian citizen or landed immigrant;
Preference will be given to coaches nominated by their athletes.
The nomination information should demonstrate that through their dedication the person has contributed to the sport on both a technical and human level.  They should not only advance the sport but also contribute to the advancement in and enjoyment of the sport by the athletes involved.  Such contributions can be achieved in a single effort or over a period of time.
For the Betty Black Award (Volunteer of the Year)
i)              The person does NOT have to be an TRIATHLON ONTARIO member
Recognition of the volunteer contribution made by one person for a single event or over a period of time that has made the sport better.
For the Builder Award
i)              A member in good standing of TRIATHLON ONTARIO 
The award recognizes the individual who has contributed to the development of the sport in Ontario through a significant and/or prolonged commitment and involvement.
Lisa Hamman Award
i)              A female member in good standing of TRIATHLON ONTARIO
The award recognizes a well-rounded female athlete that has both contributed to the sport and society as a whole.  
Mr. Triathlete Award
i)              A male member in good standing of TRIATHLON ONTARIO
Similar to the Lisa Hamman Award, the Mr. Triathlete Award recognizes a well-rounded male athlete that has both contributed to the sport and society as a whole.
Qualifying Period
Eligible entries are for performances or contributions that take place from October 1 to September 30 each year unless otherwise posted.
Who can nominate?
Anyone can nominate for the TRIATHLON ONTARIO Awards

Nomination Process
TRIATHLON ONTARIO will have the nomination forms and criteria permanently on its web site. Near the end of the Ontario racing season, TRIATHLON ONTARIO will post a Call for Nominations on the web.

In addition a call will be sent electronically to the members of TRIATHLON ONTARIO.  
Any person that meets the current TRIATHLON ONTARIO awards eligibility criteria may be entered for consideration. 
Eligible entries, other than honorary member, are for achievements, performances or contributions that take place between October 1 and September 30 each year unless posted otherwise. 
Entries will be received at any time; however a deadline for entries will be established based on the time and method of the Award Presentations.
Upon receipt, the TRIATHLON ONTARIO staff will review each nomination to ensure eligibility requirements are met. 
In addition TRIATHLON ONTARIO staff will review race results of major competitions and consult with a number of coaches in Ontario to determine if any stand outs have been missed.
Recommendations will be made to the TRIATHLON ONTARIO Board of Directors who will make the final determination.
Only complete nominations will be accepted.  The nominating person will be notified by email or by phone of their incomplete nominations and will be allowed to resubmit completed nominations until the specified deadline.
 The nominating person must submit a duly signed and completed Official Nomination Form, in accordance with the following specifications, to TRIATHLON ONTARIO via email, mail or fax.
i)            Nominations must be submitted on the Official Nomination Form, or copy thereof.
ii)           Entries must include a list of current home addresses and phone number of the nominating person and the nominee.
iii)          Nominations must be accompanied by all relevant competition information, testimonials, biography of the nominee etc. and no more than three (3) relevant supporting documents that may include media articles, letters of support, personal impact statements, and community impact statements as outlined in the Official Nomination Form.
iv)           In the event that a nominee is being nominated for more than one award, separate nomination forms with the relevant supporting documents must be submitted.

vii)          The signature on the Official Nomination Form of the person nominating signifies an understanding and acceptance of the TRIATHLON ONTARIO Awards Guidelines.

It is the nominating person’s responsibility to accurately select the categories entered. 
TRIATHLON ONTARIO, in consultation with the nominating person, may alter the category selections.

Long Course Triathlon (races longer than 1500m/40k/10k)
Elite  - Male  and Female – must hold an elite TRIATHLON ONTARIO membership
Age Group  - Male and Female  – Age 20 - 39
Master - Male  and Female – Age 40 or over

Duathlon
Elite  - Male  and Female – must hold an elite TRIATHLON ONTARIO membership
Age Group  - Male and Female  – Age 20 - 39
Master - Male  and Female – Age 40 or over
Junior ( between the ages of 16- 19, races equal to or less than sprint distance duathlon) - Male  and Female

Paratriathlete
Must hold confirmed paratriathlete classification according to ITU guidelines for paratriathlon
